Course Agenda

The course is designed to be given in three ½-day sessions. However, there are ways to modify the standard agenda to fit your jurisdiction’s needs. For more information on modifying your course, please contact Ms. Carey Mitchell at 770-936-3620.

First ½-day (morning)

· Participants convene for a series of three background presentations to establish a common understanding of discipline-specific goals, methods, and vocabulary:

· Law Enforcement for Public Health Officials

· Public Health for Law Enforcement Officials

· Role of the Criminal and Public Health Laboratory

Second ½-day (afternoon)

· Participants break into smaller groups led by a pair of previously trained co-facilitators and work through scenarios I and II:

· Scenario I: “Suspicious Letter in DeKalb County”

· Scenario II: “Anthrax in Florida”

Third ½-day (morning)

· Small groups work through scenario III then reconvene as a large group:

· Scenario III: “Salmonellosis in Oregon”

· Large group: reports from small groups on issues for possible after-action plan
