EBPH (Evidenced Based Public Health) Training Course – SIP 13

Yvonne provided an update of the EBPH Training Course that took place January 25-27 in St. Louis, MO. Overall the training went very well and there has been a lot of positive feedback from those who attended. Participants were able to learn more about how to identify programs/interventions that provide the kinds of results needed in their communities, how to engage communities in planning and implantation of those activities, and what type of impact all of this could have on their communities.

Next Steps for SIP 13

· Develop concept for RFA (Request for Application) using Concept Mapping activities (March – April)

· Developed concepts will be used to help write RFA (April – June) in which four (4) projects would be funded through a competitive process. Again, only those PRCs/communities who had representation at the EBPH training will be eligible to respond to the RFA and apply for the funds.

· Those interested in the RFA would need to respond (June – July)

· The applications will be reviewed. This process will give other NCC members to participate whose communities are either ineligible or not interested in responding to the RFA (August – September)

· Awards/Funding (October)

Comments/Recommendations made re: SIP 13

Argin restated a recommendation that was made and discussed by participants during the EBPH training that the RFA shift from a competitive process to more of a collaborative effort by the communities represented on the NCC. One idea was to target the grant process by regions and/or type of communities to increase the opportunity for impact and shared learning. With this suggesting it was recommended that a team be assigned to create a proposal for a targeted process which would be reviewed by the NCC Leadership and brought back to the NCC for approval.

Yvonne reiterated that though these were great ideas and could potentially be used for future NCC activities and opportunities, because of the current requirements and timeframe for the SIP it would not be feasible to implement the recommendations made at this time.

Sharrice also clarified that the general design of the SIP provided the NCC with the opportunity to be learn and be a part of an entire grant/RFA process from start to finish. She also recommended that the as the NCC continued to work in collaboration with the St. Louis PRC on this SIP that all lessons learned, ideas, recommendations somehow be documented to provide input to other PRC who may want to collaborate with the NCC in the near future. In addition, this documentation process could help the NCC develop future ideas/activities/opportunities for themselves as well.

The Committee decided to move forward on SIP activities as they currently stand and keep track of the ideas generated from this process to inform others and other planning processes.

· Giving the history of this idea Goldie stated that about a year ago, Dr Simoes (Director of the PRC Program at CDC) mentioned that he would be willing to “shop” around ideas generated by the NCC to various divisions/branches/programs within CDC that are generally involved in supporting SIPs. This process will hopefully help to generate SIPs that are of interest to the PRC’s communities

· Goldie will be the lead person for this process/activity. She will work with Sharrice to send out forms to NCC members to help facilitate the process with their community committees

· Sharrice state that the time is definitely now because the SIP process usually starts early fall and divisions are probably thinking about what projects they would like to and need to support now.

Update on EBPH (Evidenced Based Public Health) Training Course – SIP 13

· Yvonne and Freda gave a brief update of the activities related to SIP 13. The highlights include:

· Concept Mapping Phase – still ongoing but was estimated to take place between March and April

· Intervention review/feedback from general members of the NCC

· Development of RFA based on feedback (April – June)

· RFA released in July

· Review of applicants’ proposals (August/September)

· Start of funding/awarded projects (October)

· NCC members were reminded that only those PRC’s and their communities who had a representative attend the EBPH training course back in January were eligible to respond to the RFA. However for those who do not or are not interested in responding will be more involved in the development of the RFA and/or the review process. Again, one of the underlying goals of the SIP is to help build the capacity of the NCC.

NCC Fall Retreat

· The NCC fall retreat is scheduled for October 19-21 hosted by the Michigan PRC.

· Details of the retreat have not been organized/finalized by Michigan but more information will be sent out soon

· Some possible ideas for agenda items mentioned by members on the call include:

· Site visit

· Follow-up presentation on the PRC Trust Project and the Trust tool

· Continued discussion regarding NCC becoming a 501c(3) and future collaborations

· Time for NCC working groups to meet and hash out other important issues

· It was also decided that the election of the next NCC chair-elect would take place during the retreat however the NCC’s current operating procedures’ document needed to be reviewed to determine how this process (i.e., nominations, accepting nominations, voting, etc) should be organized.

NCC Summer Training

· In the past, the NCC has had yearly advocacy training supported by Research!America. At this time, it is not clear if this opportunity will still be available to the committee.

· Some other suggestions for training topics included:

· Issues around health disparities

· Cultural Compentency

· Combination of R!A and health disparities training

· NCC members were reminded that the summer trainings were financially supported by R!A which is one of the reasons the committee continue to participate on a yearly basis. Other topics suggested were great ideas but there is a need to keep in mind the resources needed to participate in such trainings.

Other Announcements

· The next NCC Conference Call is scheduled for Tuesday, June 6, 2006 2 – 3:30 PM
· CDC’s CoCHP (Coordinating Center for Health Promotion) Conference is scheduled for September 12-14 in Atlanta, GA. This conference takes the place of the Chronic Disease Conference that is usually held in the spring. As of now, the PRC program will not having any network meetings (PRC or NCC) in conjunction with this conference. Sharrice will send out more information on the listserv regarding the conference
· The NCC Communications Subcommittee is still waiting for some submissions for next newsletter but should be finished/finalized for the retreat
