PRC Program Planning (update)

The topic is The Challenges of Identifying and Retaining Community Partnership Boards and Members including having diversity at the table.  She is requesting help in this presentation.  Yvonne has indicated she will work with Sandy in this presentation.

NCC Genomics and R03 
As a result of the successful facilitation of the Midwest Genomics Forum, October 12, 2007, the Center for Public Health and Community Genomics, in collaboration with two of the NCC Midwest Region Representatives (Michigan and Minnesota) has submitted a proposal in response to the RFA-OD-001, "NIH Partners in Research Program (RO3)" 
entitled, "COMMUNITY GENOMICS RESEARCH COUNCILS: A PLAN TO PROMOTE COMMUNITY-INSTITUTION RESEARCH PARTNERING"
The Specific Aims of the proposal include:
Creating a permanent "Community Genomics Research Council" in two states (Michigan and Minnesota) to promote community engagement in genomics research through activities including: (a) Education on genetics research and its potential for improving community health and reducing health disparities; (b) Dialogue between community residents and genetics scientists to further mutual understanding and promotion of 
common goals; and (c) Ongoing relationships between community-based organizations and research institutions carrying out genetics research to further join educational activities, two-way communications, and research collaboration.  In addition, the proposal aims to enhance and utilize the "GenoCommunity.org" web site as well as plan for a future scale-up of the Community Genomics Research Councils through their replication in other states.  Ella, as Community Liaison for this project, will bring updates on the progress of this submission.

Ella also commented on the Center's related request for NCC's level of interest in a follow-up with the funders of the Midwest Genomics Forum and the possibility of them providing additional funding to hold similar forums in other NCC Regions mentored by the five reps from the Midwest Region.  We received some responses from NCC members and will plan to move forward.



NIH Partners in Research (R03) 

Due to the overlap of R03 and R01 it was decided just to continue to work on the R01 as we can involve more partners in the R01.  Asked for support from NCC and PRC’s.

CCPH Membership – Application has been completed.

Helen -  Colorado’s discussion was a lively and inclusive process.  There was discussion of taking components from several of the proposals that could be combined.


Josie - We have the ability to advocate for the community – ie, bills in the legislature, etc.






Ila  - Working with the community partners to take a lead with advocacy – empowering lay health workers to learn advocacy in the community, city, and state to ultimately make policy changes where they live.

Deloney – Trying to decide a primary and secondary research project.  They are just beginning the process.

David – Are there plans for the joint meeting of the PRC Directors and NCC to work together to blend the planning for these re-applications?  Discussion:  This would be difficult to do as this is a very competitive process.  Will probably not get together with PRC Directors until next spring.

Freda reported that she may be invited to a meeting in New Mexico on June 9th – Ella is also going.  A group of Native Americans are going after a very huge grant ($1 million plus); the grant is not going to an academic institution.  It will be awarded to the native tribe – Cross Site in CBPR – about bringing different groups together.  Freda and Ella are attending to assist in technical assistance in community wide input.  Stay tuned for more information.

Community Partner Conference Call-Ella Greene-Moton

Ella summarized key points of the Community-Campus Partnerships for Health (CCPH) planning call of June 9, 2008.  She gave a 25 minute presentation during the call of her experience with the National Community Committee, highlighting how we represent communities as a national organization.  She will submit a power point presentation on Thursday June 12 in response to calls for proposals for an upcoming CCPH “Summit.”  Forty representatives of various community organizations have been invited to the Summit to share their work for social change among communities across the nation.  Chuck will check on the open/closed status of the CCPH Summit tomorrow morning and inform NCC leadership. 

Ella also shared about the Native American Research Centers for Health (NARCH) meeting in Albuquerque on June 8, 2008.  NARCH has recently proposed a pilot study researching the effects of community-based participatory research in terms of outcomes and benefits.  The Native American community holds the funding for this project.  They have also applied for additional funding to expand and create a “community of practice” which would include NCC and many other community advocacy organizations.  

PRC Steering Committee Report-Freda Motton
There have been changes made to the PRC Logic Model.  We are encouraged to review these changes and submit our comments by Wednesday June 18, 2008. Sharrice will send the revisions to NCC Leadership tomorrow.

Health Promotion First [is not going away].

The early bird registration fee for the National Chronic Disease Conference in Washington February 25-27, 2009 will be $450.  Ancillary meetings will be held February 23rd and 24th.

Sharrice reported that Dr. Simoes intends to share our document with the CDC Division of Adult and Community Health as well as the Chronic Disease Center as recommendations from a national body regarding what community-based participatory research should look like. 

Josie raised a concern that there is not much on themes in the re-application process…there seems to be some disconnect regarding how our recommendations fold into the process.  She also asked about the timeline.

Ralph commented that, while our recs may not have a strong direct influence on the re-application process, he understood from the PRC Steering Committee that they would be included.  Ralph raised the question of how much we should be/not be involved in the process.  And how can we be helpful with the process?

Yvonne suggested we be proactive and positive in our ability to respond to the need for a balanced perspective regarding vigorous academic research and community-based participatory research.  We need to reference the strides NCC has made since its inception.  Our local sites need to support the viability and sustainability of the NCC network.  Will our input be accepted?

Chuck interjected that we need a unified influence from the community perspective.

Freda commented that, like Missouri, there are PRCs which are shared between two universities.

There are pros and cons to this circumstance.  She is also concerned about communities which need capacity-building support.

Katie added that her CAC realizes that, with their desire to disseminate their project to other communities across North Carolina, they will need to increase membership and include others, which will take some capacity building, meeting new partners, and forming new partnerships to be successful.

Freda re-emphasized that building capacity needs to be at the forefront of the re-application process, from the community perspective.  Technical resources from our universities need to be shared to create viable partnerships.

Yvonne pointed out that this concern relates directly to the request from CCPH for NCC Consultants.

How do we solidify our strength to make that happen?  Resources are needed from the PRC to NCC to let us share our expertise from experience in order to help other communities.

Freda asked if we might need to develop a grant proposal to seek those resources.

Chuck asked what we really need to do.

Ralph responded that we need some communication from the PRC.  They are experiencing the pressures of competition and what’s happening when.  Do we need to apply some pressure to get our recommendations adopted?

Josie commented that the PRCs don’t seem to be clear about NCC participation in the re-application process.  What levels of involvement do we seek?

Yvonne suggested that we develop talking points or questions for consideration by our PRCs.  What is their level of commitment to us?  

Chuck called for a list of questions which he will email out to the entire membership for discussion.   Then we can see which ones rise in priority.  He cautioned that the capacity of each PRC determines what we can do in partnership.  We might also encourage the schools of medicine to look at this.

Paul suggested that we generate statements and share experiences, as well as questions.

Chuck confirmed there is no limit for formats.

Yvonne called for planning with experience verification.

Chuck concluded with the invitation for “things anyone wants to bring to the table.”

Leadership Call

Welcome & Introductions – The meeting was called to order by Chuck Conner, Chair.

Participants’ Roll Call – A roll call was taken and updated during the call.

Chuck announced that the Health Promotions Integrated Research or the Health Promotion Act introduced on 4/17/08 is worrying the PRC.  It is setting up a competing office to “high jack” the PRC system; competing for the same monies.  PRC is currently looking at drafting a letter to show their opposition to this bill and people can use this to be a force in letter writing.   Chuck has urged us to look at this legislation, talk to PRC Directors and staff and ask where they are on this issue and what type of response they want to give and how we can support that response.  We can, as NCC, draft our own letter responding to this bill.  Chuck will get back to the Steering Committee to determine the extent of support from the NCC.  Per Ralph, “Journal of Health Promotions” by Michael O’Donnell is the driving force behind this Act. Response from Eduardo:  

Positive and encouraging; a little guarded, using language such as “will encourage and will suggest”.  Chuck recommends that the Leadership Team needs to process this information and need to work together to make a plan and response.

As far as today’s meeting is concerned, Chuck recommends that our time will be used in asking the NCC membership of their level of involvement in respect to the re-application process within their PRC.

Membership Call

Welcome & Introductions:  The meeting was called to order by Chuck Conner.

Participants’ Roll Call:  A roll call was taken and updated during the call.

Yvonne’s comments and Josefina’s comments outlined what we wanted to do on this call today regarding the re-application process – which is open and competitive.  Trying to assess how well each of you feels your involvement is in this re-application process; at what stage is your PRC involved in this process and how involved is your community committee is in this process.  

The following are comments made by NCC members in response to the above:

Freda:  In Missouri they have Washington University and SLU sharing this application in the next 5 years.  Looks like a good strategy; but don’t know what this means to the community.  Question the capacity of the community to be a viable partner to be at the table.  Freda has been successful in building a non-profit organization and has a subcontract with the University.  But it is not part of the core project.  Looks like there is a little less engagement from Freda as compared to last time around.  

Sandy:  Have not started the process in Kentucky.  Was moderately involved in last application process and was assured she will be involved again.

David:  Ditto on what Sandy said.  Chuck asked whether Sandy and David were comfortable in the level of involvement and whether they are taken seriously.  Each said “yes”.

Gabriel & Jenny:  Just getting started.  Engaging both community advisory networks and other contacts.

Linda:  Already started in NC.  In April had ½ day retreat to generate ideas for the next five years.  Wrapping up a 9 year history and the challenge for the next 5 years to “freshen us up; giving us a new twist”.  Fully engaged as a community advisory board.  Forming a small work group from the retreat to be a part of a community work plan which will be incorporated in the reapplication process.

Arlene and Ms. Deloney:  Meet every two months and have been discussing the top 2 topics.  Community has been heavily involved since the CBPR coalition.  

Gary:  Development of PRC – PRC funded core research project completely out of the core grant without outside funding.  Staff is now looking for other funding for research.

Charmayne:  Ditto Linda.  Have started their process – coming back from the March retreat.  Since the retreat the CAB is more involved especially relating to what the “hot button issues are in Baltimore” relating to Adolescent Health.  Very involved.  

Antonio:  Community is out of the loop as far as the re-application process at this time.  At this time, trying to the get the Citrus industry to fund most of the projects.  

Aietah:  Has been on maternity leave and has just returned in early June.  Have had a few discussions.  Too soon to comment.  Have CAB meeting scheduled in September.

Laura:  Employed by the University.  CAB in transition now.  Was a huge informal group and now will be smaller, more formal groups.  The Center has already begun planning and will be involving the community a lot more.

Ralph:  Community meeting in May but did not talk about the RFP.  Didn’t really talk about the re-application.  Youth advocate project is the highlight of the projects.

Chuck:  Looking at compiling all of the health care issues that could be addressed in the State – came up with 35 – 40.  What it came down to is that we have a limited capacity of what our researchers are qualified or capable to do.  Looking at continuation in some form of the youth tobacco project as well as looking at other health issues such as mental health issues of returning veterans.  Standpoint of being involved:  over the past 5 years have been able to really build the partnership and push the envelope as the door has always been opened.

Susan:  Have been preparing for re-submission; began last April with sub-group to refine the recommendations further.  Very involved and participation in the NCC has been very positive.  Cruising along and once the announcement comes out will be ready.  

Theresa:  Ditto to Susan.  Have had several meetings since the first of the year to identify areas of interest.  We are keeping the core project and expanding on it.  We have a process that we are using and will finish up next month.  So, when the announcement comes out we can jump right in.  Our PRC has just hired a new Program Manager and Community Liaison.  This person has been serving as a CAB member for the past year. 

Josefina’s challenges were stated as she had written them in an e-mail.  

There were no additional comments.

How do we outline some of the basic strengths?  How can we develop these strengths so that other people can incorporate into their PRC’s.

Charmayne:   CAB’s should be guided by whatever is written in their policies/procedures.  Suggests that we have little written ideas on what the process each CAB would have for education and health.

Ella:  Consider two different types of communications.  1.  Specifically for NCC for new members to strengthen their relationship with their PRC; 2.  Be able to share this information.  Find a way to do both.  

Chuck:  We can each share what we know to develop a Best Practices for a CAB.  NCC should have a sit down meeting with the Directors of the PRC’s to discuss this further. 

Ralph:  Suggested the Content Committee could be working on these Best Practices as well as Promising Practices.  Wondered how we take this information to leaders in our communities.  

Theresa:  Yvonne’s retreat facilitation to the Colorado PRC and CAB was integral in their current growth and understanding of what their roles and responsibilities are.  

The information that was shared by Marc Zimmerman, Director of the Michigan PRC, could be used as a template in developing the guidelines for how CAB’s could operate.  Chuck will get that information from Marc.

What direction do we want to go with this information?  How do we help our fellow NCC members, especially as they are involved in the re-application process?  

Action Items:

1. HR 5835 – Chuck to gather information to share with the NCC and request their support in opposing this bill.

2. Chuck to contact Marc Zimmerman to share his information with the NCC

Per Chuck; Still have some community advisory groups not being included.  Chuck and Ella will be drafting a letter to Dr. Simoes and seek his feedback.   We need to stand up for this process.  Specific issues being raised in the letter:

· No feedback from some of the PRC’s

· Scant information about the process

· Left completely out of the process

Chuck will have the letter completed by the end of the week. 

SIP 13:  Freda reported that the SIP 13 work group would like to know if the NCC would be interested in assisting in the development of the recommendations for how to adapt evidence-based nutrition interventions into racial/ethnic minority communities.  While the funding for this proposal has not yet been approved this is likely to involve NCC members in another concept mapping project, and might include the opportunity for members to attend Evidenced- Based Public Health training with a focus on nutrition.
