On Tuesday, February 25, 2002, E. Yvonne Lewis and Ella Greene-Moton of the University of Michigan PRC co-chaired the first meeting of the National Community Committee (NCC) in Altanta, GA. Participants were convened in Atlanta to attend the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) sponsored 16th National Conference on Chronid Disease Prevention and Control, “Cultivation Healthier Communities through Research, Policy, and Practice”. There were approximately 50 persons in attendance representing the 26 PRCs from across the country. Most attendees represented local PRC [community] advisory boards. An overview of the history and the process of development of the NCC were provided.

The group adopted the following definition for the NCC:

The National Community Committee of the Centers for Disease Control National prevention Research Centers is equitably comprised of individuals who represent the specific population or community as well as individuals who are directly impacted by the prevention research activities.

Members committed themselves to developing a mission/vision statement through the use of list serves and teleconferences.

Mary Kante from CASMO, the evaluation for the CDC sponsored PRC initiative, distributed survey forms. The evaluation is designed to assess the relative importance and feasibility for various features of PRCs nationally and locally. Survey forms were disturbed with a requested return date of March 8, 2002. The data collected for the first phase of the evaluation will serve as a framework for developing a national consensus derived from regional discovery meetings. Feedback from the survey forms and regional discussions will be sued to create an evaluation framework that will be sued to evaluate the work for the PRCs.
