Strong Capacity Building; we are grassroots
Annual meeting may have to be held in Atlanta – just for this year (at the same time as the PRC Atlanta meeting in the Spring).  Due to the 5 year funding cycle, we can always fall back on the Atlanta meeting

Research grant possibility – ie,  CDC Foundation

Question:  Who will send out the Thank You letter and request for budget?  

Content Committee:
Re-issue the updated roster survey.  The survey will now need a PRC Director’s signature and signature of each CAB member as well.  Each Regional Director will gather this information by August 30th.  Recognition will be given to the PRC’s based upon this information.

CBPR Webinar Training – Before June – information will be disseminated to NCC members and to the local CAB members.  (Value added to the local PRC’s)

A letter from our chair to the Directors of the PRC’s as well as to Eduardo – as a way of communication – letting them know what is going to happen and what is being requested

Develop a template/talking points for reporting

At the October annual meeting a training/orientation will be held for the new NCC reps; must be willing to fly in a day early.  The training to take place from 6:00 – 8:00 pm.

Communication Committee :
Create the orientation packet

Orientation at the October Meeting – need block of time/Also need informal time to build team, “break bread together”, so to speak.
Train the Trainer within each region – identify someone new – get them the manual and information

Talked about the NCC Role – Can also be used for the CAB member

Responsibility of everyone to assure that all changes associated with the manual needs to be done at the annual meeting – communication should be sent to the Communication Committee and then it will be disseminated by the committee to all NCC members; rather than individual committees

Budget items will be submitted by March 15th to the Budget Committee – Prioritize the funding.

Presentation given by Ella Greene-Moton on and participating in the American Public Health Association’s CBPR – A motion was made to participate in the CBPR focus group by NCC.  There are calls for volunteers to participate.  A list will be sent around with contact information.  There is a $400 stipend offered to NCC.

· Ella also reported that we still have to discuss the training consultation with CCPH.  

· Genomics and funding opportunities

Freda’s report of the PRC Director’s Meeting:
· Eduardo reported the PRC program is to receive an increase of about $2million this year based on the appropriation that passed in the house and senate. That brings funding up from about $28M to about $30M.
· CDC is determining how to allocate the stimulus money for prevention and they anticipate that some will go to the PRCs.
· Hoping to know who is going to be re-funded within a matter of weeks

· The message of CBPR was prevalent and is spreading

· NCC will want to be at the table in helping the PRC Program Office define a consistency in CBPR

· Need for training among the Centers

· There could be funding opportunities for CBPR training

· Increase of 2 million dollars over 3 years -  PRC Program

· Total of 50 applications for the core renewal projects
· RE:  SIPS – 35 projects have been delayed due to the stimulus package

· Discussed the review process – similar to NIH – CDC should have our own criteria – overall pleased with the reviewers

· Election Results:  Michael Resnick will be Chair

· SOPHE meeting will be PRC Director’s meeting

Ella would like NCC to write a letter of support for Society of Public Health Educators (SOPHE) partnering with the PRC in doing the conference in 2010.  The Chair of NCC will examine the issue of determining whether this would be appropriate; if so, the NCC would be agreeable to write the letter.  Ella, Freda and Sandy will discuss further and make that determination.  It was moved and 2nd;   Motion carried.

Ralph announced that it would be great to have an oral health focus by the NCC, which could lead to funding – what is the community voice in this area?  It is a good idea to keep this concept on the list of action items for the coming year.
