Announcements and Updates
· Sharrice White is expecting a new baby in June.  

· Rosie has been named to a General Accountability Office Citizens Health Care Working Group.  This is a national committee to dialogue on issues related to health care service delivery and cost.  

· Annette Cook is now the Regional Director for the Southern Region

How can the NCC help?  Freda said that she can see the NCC putting a good agenda item to help identify what health care for minorities should look like?  

The PRC Office would like to see us function in this way.  The definition is broad to the extent that not all of our representatives represent underserved communities.  We need to look at how we are structured and make sure that it is a reflection of the community.  We need to set a platform for when we go to the general membership meeting.  We need to look at the governing body for the NCC.

Ralph stated that on April 14 the Massachusetts Health Council will be having their annual meeting and Ralph has invited Karen Goreleski from the Research America to sit on a panel Harvey Finebrook? is a speaker.  He would like for the regional people to be at the New England region in October.

Mena Hughes spoke on a panel at UCLA Rand Center; she was one of three community people there.  The people who were there were very excited about the community based research.   They felt that they had more to gain from the community than the community had to gain from them.

Freda is wondering about training on health disparities and asking her PRC Director if he would make this available to others.  This is an Evidence Based Public Health Course and this helps you to prove that CBPR works.

If Freda gets approval from her PRC we can promote these kinds of training.  We can encourage our members to visit other communities.  Leslie McIntosh is the contact person at St. Louis University.  Ralph and Rosie are interested.

Ralph-Coalition for Obesity and Prevention and young people gave information on this.  Representative Gloria Fox brought the ladies from MACRO to the floor of the legislature.  We need to put this in the newsletter.  

Sharrice distributed the newsletter.  UNC has agreed to host the newsletter for the website.  There will be link to the UNC website.  We need to have color copies for Center Directors.  They are very expensive in color, so we will have black and white copies for everyone at the general meeting.

Ella and Yvonne presented at the Kellogg Foundation.  They looked at how they can provide money to the community.  Several of the Foundation Board members understand.  They made a grant to the schools of public health, CBPR but no money to community.  There is a two day session on funding in April.  They are comfortable with putting their money in institutions and not the community.  

Rosie said that they want community health workers to come into the hospital to help with staffing issues.  They do not understand the role of the community health workers.  

We need to have some of the issues we talked about this morning to highlight at the general meeting.  

What is the authentic voice of the community?  It is a principle that we want to get to.  There are people who have experiences with our schools that may leave them with mistrust.  We need to understand what their experience is and is that experience universal?  

These kinds of presentations will help with that.  We didn’t arrive at the place that we are in an easy way.  Talk about the good, the bad and the ugly.  

It took the bad stuff to get us there.  We have to acknowledge that we have challenges.  Think about what is working and start with that.  

It is important to continue to stress that the NCC is here for a resource to talk about lessons learned and sharing them.

A past chair can do some one on ones with Center Directors and the NCC can be valuable as a resource.  There is nurturing that needs to happen.  

Sharrice put a poster together for the TRUST Project and will make it available.  She also has the findings for us.  There is a big gap in the perceptions.  The poster will be presented on Wednesday, March 2, at 10:00 to 10:30 and 2:30 to 3:00 p.m.
