The meeting was called to order by Chair, Sandy Good

Roll Call:

The roll call was taken by Sandy Good and updated during the call.

NCC Progress Report II- Chair Sandy Good

Sandy reported that her second NCC Progress Report has been written and sent to Sharrice White-Cooper.  It is a summary of new NCC projects and a call to action for additional NCC members to share the workload.  After Sharrice’s review, the report will be distributed to NCC general membership.

NCC Communications Committee- Chuck Connor

Chuck has agreed to assume leadership of the Communications Committee until the October Planning Meeting.  He scheduled a conference call for July 2, which had 6 members in attendance.  There is not a new assignment for the committee at this time; however, James Bratton has selected 10 members of the NCC to assist in reviewing the new PRC Branding tools.  James and Sharrice have also sent notification of the NCC website and archives updates and requested feedback from general membership.  Katie suggested that we place the NCC Orientation Packet for new members on the web; and Sharrice reported that the packet is on the NCC archive.  Katie also suggested that a guide to archive access should be an important item of orientation information.  Sharrice agreed that space should be made for a link to the archive documents (pass word protected) from the public web page.
NCC Photo Voice Project Proposal- Katie Barnes
Katie reported that she has discussed her initial concerns about the project with Monica Wendel, Texas A&M.  Katie recommended that we present the proposed project to general membership for a vote soon because the timeline starts in August.  It is possible for either the local PRC’s NCC representative or a member of their community committee to participate.  Chuck commented that what the group wants for the content of this video is still vague.  Katie agreed and said that the questions and discussion guide are still being developed.  She said that she sees the project as more of a documentary than actual photo voice.  Chuck pointed out that photo voice has been used as a tool for social change worldwide; and it deserves the same careful consideration as we give to CBPR.
DentaQuest Project- Paul Gilmer

Paul has agreed to take leadership of the DentaQuest Project.  He reported that there is nothing new at the moment.  Sharrice will send survey questions she recently received from [Biyi] to the Leadership Team for review and feedback. 
Geri Dino’s Proposal- Sandy Good

Sandy reported that she recently received a proposal from PRC Director, Geri Dino- WV, who will soon become Chair of the PRC Communication and Dissemination Committee.  Geri has proposed that an NCC member Co-Chair the committee with her.  Theresa and Chuck expressed concern about the coverage of travel expenses for this person to attend PRC bi-annual meetings.  Sharrice pointed out that some additional PRC education may be needed to help program directors understand the need for financial support of NCC members at times when they are expected to travel.  After discussion of who might best serve in this capacity, Antonio suggested that the Chair of our NCC Communications Subcommittee might be the logical person to appoint.
Content Committee- Linda Pekuri

Linda reported that there seems to be a need for clarification of the Phase II Award qualifications criteria.  She said that it is necessary to complete all of the criteria for Phase I- Community Engagement Award in order to qualify for Phase II Best Practice Award.  Only four applications have been received for Phase I; however, more applications are expected before the deadline.  The committee will have a draft of the Best Practice Award packet ready this month.

Genomics Proposal- Sandy Good

Sandy reported that Toby Citron had called her to discuss a new Genomics project, involving the planning of an educational conference to be scheduled in September.  Toby assures us that there is travel money available for NCC members or representatives of local health departments to attend the conference.  Sandy suggested that Toby discuss the proposal with Ella Greene-Motton and let the Genomics Special Interest Group decide what type of support they will be able to give to the proposal.
Nominations for NCC Vice-Chair- Katie Barnes

Katie reported that she has not yet received any nominations for NCC Vice-Chair.

CBPR Issues of New PRCs- Sharrice White-Cooper

Sharrice reported that, during recent site-visits, some of the new PRCs expressed that they could not move forward with their research agendas until certain decisions were received from their community committees.  Due to impressions formed during our 2009 Annual Planning Meeting, these programs were apparently letting their communities “drive” their research agendas, rather than engaging them in the healthy “give and take” process of CBPR partnerships.  Sandy will contact Gary Tang to discuss sharing the situation with Bonnie Duran, so that she can emphasize the partnership aspects of CBPR, and help us clear up the misunderstanding during the CBPR training she will present for the NCC in October.
