Update on 501C3 Discussions   - Paul Gilmer   




      
Paul wanted to clarify that at no time did Eduardo say “yea” or “nay” regarding the 501-c-3 issue.  He wants the NCC to make our own decision.  As a follow up to the e-mail sent out earlier regarding the role of the NCC versus being a separate entity as a non-profit, Paul is recommending that the NCC shelve the 501-c-3 idea.   He recommends that we become more focused on participating in other PRC committees in order to help influence and use our community based voice.    Paul recommends a member of the leadership team should be assigned to each standing PRC committee along with a regular member (one or two members).  This will be an agenda item for next NCC call.

Evaluation Survey Results - Sharrice White-Cooper

Overall comments:  

Generally speaking most comments were positive.  Most like the format and organization of the meeting and liked interacting with communities across the network. Most were not so pleased with the room set up which was out of our control by the start of the meeting but illustrates the importance of roundtables and how that facilitates more interaction. Some new members commented that they felt a little disconnected and this may again be an opportunity for the Regional Directors to get more involved and orient new members to the group. Some comments were that the interaction between the PRC Directors was not so beneficial and wanted more time for the NCC to meet. This should be considered moving forward.  Sharrice is wondering when to send this information out to the general membership.

Sandy announced that she has had requests from outside partners to join the NCC.  How should she handle this?  It was suggested that she relay that membership of NCC is a committee of the PRC program and perhaps direct them to CCPH and other organizations (such as NCBONE)  that are doing CBPR.
